Ambulatory Track
It has long been recognized that despite increased emphasis on providing more ambulatory experience thorough enhanced continuity clinic experience, it is clear that residents completing internal medicine training still are not ready for the practicalities of ambulatory practice upon graduation.   If you enroll in this elective track, many of these skills and experiences can be achieved prior to starting your practice.  You will be ready to be an active participant and leader in QI and patient safety and better positioned to get the job of your choice.  This track is a composite of electives and added opportunities to supplement core internal medicine training.  
Required Rotations:
In addition to the basic program requirements which include the GS Ambulatory Selective, Geriatrics, and participation in your Continuity Clinic practice: 
· Business of Ambulatory Medicine
· Cigna Urgent Care
· Sports Medicine/Office Orthopaedics/Rheumatology 
· Dermatology 
· Women’s Health
· Additional Month in Community Private Practice Setting

Suggested:
· Adolescent Medicine
· Integrative Pain Management
· Endocrine
· Allergy/Immunology
· Palliative Medicine
· Homeless clinic

Other Experiences (By special request)
· Complementary and Integrative medicine

Additional required experiences:
· Initiate and develop QI or patient safety research project- this needs to be presented at a local or national meeting
· Present during one journal club grand rounds
· Present during one patient safety conference
· Be a member of one medical staff or Process Improvement committee at BGSMC or VA
· Didactics to address many of the competencies of effective ambulatory care

Other activities:
· 3-4 meetings per year with the Ambulatory Medicine interest group addressing job selection, QI/safety principles, billing and coding
· One-on-one mentoring with an academic Ambulatory faculty member
· Stipend to attend the annual (regional or national) Society of General Internal Medicine meeting if presenting a poster or oral presentation
