For credentialing at whatever hospital you go to you will need:

· Current CV

· Arizona license

· DEA number

· NPI number

· Current Malpractice information

· Internship certificate

· Medical school diploma

· 3-5 references

Times:

· Credentialing takes at least 1-2 months, so plan on signing a contract ~3 months prior to graduation

· Probably should have contacted prospective employers by January.

· For groups not at Good Sam, you can contact the operator at the hospitals you want to be at to get the phone numbers for the groups with privileges there.

Tips from graduating seniors:

· Don’t sign too early without getting offers from several companies.

· Discuss partnership vs. salary.  “Getting partnership with a percentage of collections will make you more enthusiastic about seeing one more patient for the day because that's another $200 in your pocket.”
· When comparing salary vs benefits, you need to know how much those benefits would cost if you bought them on your own.

· Make sure your contract guarantees a certain amount of time off each month.

· Make sure you have a no penalty leaving clause in case things don’t work out.

· “Companies are desperate for physicians.”
